For “Members’ Titles by Category” list, see www.mpa.org.nz   
Judges marking criteria 

40% Writing and literacy   

Fluent, clear, effective writing that adheres to the magazine style and uses correct grammar and punctuation. Stories have a clear focus and structure. Story blocks are effectively linked, and the writer has analysed the information and presented it in a way that relates to the story’s aims. The conclusion is effective. 

20% Connection

Stories are compelling, informative, entertaining or inspiring. The writing has impact for its audience.   

20% Credibility 

The writer demonstrates subject knowledge, strong research and accurate information.  Assertions are supported by a range of evidence. Sources used are sound: there is evidence of strong authority bases. Trends are identified and analysed.   

20% Judges discretion 

Judges will take into consideration the style requirements of various magazines within a category, to assess in context the skill, achievement, and fit with audience.    

What to submit: 

FOUR complete sets of entry materials. Label each identical set as follows: 1/4, 2/4, 3/4, 4/4.
