Judges marking criteria 

40% Writing and literacy   

Fluent, clear, effective writing that adheres to the magazine style and uses correct grammar and punctuation.  There is a clear focus and structure to the columns. Introductions are compelling, there is no preaching / boosterism, and the writer presents the information in a way that relates to the readers’ needs. Conclusions are satisfying. 

20% Connection

Demonstrate that there is a loyal following, (e.g. reader surveys, letters to the Editor), that the columnist chooses relevant topics and columns are compelling, informative, entertaining or inspiring to the audience.    

20% Credibility 

The columns take a clear point of view.  The columnist may relate personal experience or opinion to wider issues, showing evidence of critical thinking.  

20% Judges discretion 

Judges will take into consideration the degree of complexity of the column – to what degree it is factual and /or entertaining – and the style requirements of various magazines within a category, to assess in context the skill, achievement, and fit with audience.  
What to submit: 

FOUR complete sets of entry materials. Label each identical set as follows: 1/4, 2/4, 3/4, 4/4.
