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The MAGAZINE AWARDS 2012
Celebrating excellence in magazine publishing in New Zealand
Entry instructions and rules   
It is important that you read this information in conjunction with other award entry documents.
 ENTRY and Eligibility

· Magazine publishers who are financial members of the New Zealand Magazine Publishers’ Association (MPA) are entitled to submit entries for The Magazine Awards 2012. 
· ‘Most Effective use of Magazines by an Advertiser’ Award: Advertisers or their Agencies may enter this Award directly. Magazines cited in the submission must be those of MPA members – check the member list at www.mpa.org.nz 
· ‘Journalist’ & ‘Columnist’ Awards: Journalists & Columnists may enter and pay on their own behalf. Please refer to the specific details on the Journalists or Columnist entry form.  They do not have to be financial members of MPA, however the material submitted must have been published in an MPA member’s publication.
· For Awards and Category details see ‘Awards and Categories’ pdf on www.mpa.org.nz 
· All entries must be entered strictly according to their category requirements.
· All entries must be from titles published for the New Zealand market in the first instance and these must have been independently circulated as a stand-alone magazine in their own right and be registered on the MPA website under ‘Title allocations to Categories’.

· Entries in the various editorial/journalism awards must be of material intended for first publication in a New Zealand magazine. Material previously published elsewhere (for example, in newspapers or books) is not eligible.
· Stand-alone directories and annual publications are not eligible for entry.

· Only entries published or onsale between January 2011 to December 2011 inclusive will be eligible for submission. 
Special Note:
· If a title carries a Dec 11 / Jan 2012 publication date it can be entered if it was published or onsale in Dec 2011.

Category Listings
· All magazine titles have been assigned categories – viewable at www.mpa.org.nz 
· If the title you intend to submit for an award is not listed there, please contact the MPA immediately.                             Ph (09) 376 8067 or email mpa@mpa.org.nz  
· Publishers may request to be in a different category than that suggested (for example, a Custom & Membership Publishing title may request to be in a consumer category aligned with their editorial area eg. Home, Food & Garden).  However, they must then use that category consistently for all their entries. AUDIT CLAIMS

· If you are not in the ABC circulation audit or Nielsen Readership system, you are obligated to provide a credible independent source of reference for any circulation and readership claims made. 
Judging
· The Magazine Awards are administered by the MPA. 
· The Judging Panel will be appointed by the MPA Executive.
· The decision of the Judges is final. No correspondence will be entered into in regard to the judges’ deliberations or decisions made. 
· The Judges have the right to determine the standard of the awards. 
· Judges may recommend a Special Award if they believe one is justified.
· Finalists are announced prior to the Awards Presentation.
WORD COUNTS & APPENDICES

· Pay particular attention to word count items on the forms.  Compliance with word count maximums is obligatory; judges may not accept entries beyond maximum word count. Brief and relevant appendices are acceptable, but will only be used at the judges’ discretion. Appendices should be weighted toward graphical / numerical representations, rather than being text-heavy.  
Entry Fee
· All entry fees, as set out on the Payment Form, must be paid by the due date for the submission of Award otherwise those entries will be ineligible.
A fee to cover judging and administration expenses, applies per Award entered
EXCEPT for the Lifetime Achievement Award, which is assessed by the Executive and given at their discretion.  

PAYMENT TERMS 
· All payments must be detailed on the MPA payment form available on the Awards web site link. 

· The payment sheet must have a summary of all awards entered attached to it; example attached to the payment form.

RECEIPTS – Please ensure your accounts department and those requiring receipts for credit card claims are aware of these instructions.
· The MPA will not supply invoices or receipts or process any additional payment forms

· The payment form is a GST invoice receipt. 
· Please ensure that copies are made for your financial records – this is most important if paying by credit card.
Entry Forms 
· Entry Forms, once completed as per instructions, may be photocopied as required.
· Hand written forms are not acceptable.
· The MPA Office will not photocopy any material for entrants.
Conditions of Entry
By submitting an entry you are bound by the following conditions: 

1. Entries become the property of the MPA. The MPA is not obliged to return them. 

2. The entrant/publisher grants the MPA the right to use the entry for promotional purposes at such times as the MPA shall deem appropriate. 

3. Under no circumstances shall an entrant or anyone claiming through or acting on behalf of an entrant, require the payment of any royalty by the MPA in respect of the use of the entries or related material for any purpose. 

4. The entrant agrees that the MPA will not accept responsibility for errors or omissions reproduced at the Awards Presentation or for work lost or damaged under any circumstances. 

5. The entrant and Publisher absolve the MPA of any personal liabilities in respect of the entrant’s attendance at the Awards Presentation Ceremony. 

6. All award winners and their publishers will comply with the direction in regard to the promotion of their winning status. See ‘Acknowledgements’.
7. All winners and publishers accept that they must rectify at their own cost any false or misleading claims regarding winning status. See ‘Acknowledgements’.
8. The payment terms and receipt requirements are accepted as identified in ‘Payment Terms’

SUPPLY OF PHOTOGRAPHS 
· Only finalists will be required to supply photographs.

·  When finalists are announced publishers will be contacted to supply the photographs to the specifications defined.
·  Photographs not supplied to the required specifications will be returned for re supply.
SUPPLY OF MAGAZINE/S
· It is essential to supply these as required (see individual entry forms) to enable the judges
          to measure consistency across the title.

acknowledgements

· All finalists will be announced prior to the Awards Night. (June 28th 2012)
· Award winners are encouraged to promote their award status. In doing so, they must adhere strictly to the correct acknowledgement format that will be supplied by the MPA office. All acknowledgements must clearly identify the specific award and category won. 
Some Award Winners may be required to acknowledge a specific sponsor. Details and format of such acknowledgement will be provided by the MPA office closer to the announcements.
